Empower your intuition with a series of 
drawing and painting exercises designed 
to loosen your perspective and deflate 
your inner critic.

Share a song (or two or three) that you 
have written and solicit ideas from the 
group. Discussion will naturally lead to 
questions, tips and exercises on 
songwriting in general.

Bring 6 copies of each song.

The voice is an instrument and needs to 
be trained. Start to fill your singing 
‘toolbox’ with vocal techniques. 
Develop your muscles, posture, breath-
ing and projection of sound with a 
focus on “safe singing”.

Learn the key elements: rhythm, ornamentation, dynam-
ics and phrase structure. It’s easier than you think! 

Bring the instrument you’re most comfortable playing 
and prepare to release your inhibitions.

Learn the ins and outs of home record-
ing. We'll cover subjects from pre-
production to mastering and everything 
in between including signal path, mic 
placement, mixing, use of basic effects, 
tracking vs. live off the floor recording 
and CD manufacturing.

                                                         

Improve your knowledge of chord structure and 
progressions.
